

AUSTRALIAN LACE GUILD

PROFICIENCY CERTIFICATE REQUIREMENTS

Stage 2 Braid/tape lace 

This group may include:- 
Russian, Idria, Italian, Schneeberg, Bruge, Milanese etc.

1.
Read the general guidelines.

2.
Submit 3 major finished pieces of work to show a sound working knowledge of the lace beyond Stage 1 (e.g. collar or mat min 10cm across or handkerchief min 15cm across.   All should be appropriately finished and 1 of these pieces should be mounted on fabric.  One must be of own design and evidence of the design process should be included. Keep 1 of these pieces as it will be required for Stage 3.

3.
Submit sufficient samples and/or finished articles of not less than 15 cm to cover all the techniques within the requirements.

4.
Make a pattern and a sample from that pattern, from a photocopy to be supplied by the Proficiency Co-ordinator, and chosen from the Guild pool.

Requirements
1. Starting and finishing

- at a point
- scroll

2. Dividing and combining braids


3. Crossing braids

- work 3 different methods


4. Decorated braids

- work 6 examples


5. Turning sharp corners (45 degrees or less)

6. Edges

- plaited
- raised


7. Fillings

- work 6 examples


8. Picots

- plaited


9. Tallies

- leaf
- triangular


10.  Use of colour and texture in braids


11. Method of working pattern

- pricking with markings
- pricking without markings, i.e. outline drawn, place pins as you work


12.  Experimentation with threads and design is obligatory.

NOTE: In view of the more limited techniques in this form of lace a high developmental standard will be required. 
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
