PROFICIENCY CERTIFICATE REQUIREMENTS

Stage 3 teaching certificate Knitted lace
Practical requirements, supplementary to the proposed teaching course. 

1.
Read the general guidelines.

2.
Submit 4 completed pieces of lace showing advanced techniques. One of these pieces is to be of original design.  The original work may be of traditional, modern or free form design.  The original work should be accompanied by sketches, graph, stitch use, yarn or other relevant material showing developmental progression from the basic idea through to the completed article.


The remaining 3 pieces may be original, adapted or a copy of a complex design.  


The pieces should include:

a)
A small square, (maximum size 18" x 18" (45 cm x 45 cm) constructed in 1 of the many traditional methods of making a Shetland shawl.

Two examples of each of the following styles should be in the finished pieces or as samples:




Viennese lace




Victorian lace




Niebling lace
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
