2 developing 2 of the techniques done in Stage 1



1 of own choice, original design



Similar threads to Stage 1, or finer, can be used.

3.
Presentation of the lace and notes should be as for Stage 1, and notes should cover other aspects such as design, historical background and modern developments.

4.
Submit examples of Stage 1 work to illustrate progression of work.

Requirements

Stitch/filling numbers quoted are from Encyclopedia of Needlework, Theresa de Dillmont.

1. Stitches/fillings/grounds

- mesh stitch (14th stitch)
- seed stitch (16th stitch)
- cloth stitch decorated with holes (20th stitch)
- 2 forms of decorated laid grounds (34th and 35th stitches)
- buttonholed ground (Argentan or Youghal)


2. Picots

- single loop
- Venetian
- bullion


3. Cordonnettes

- padded
- padded with embellishments
- whipped


4. Padded rings


5. Mounting, any two of those listed in Stage 1 and not done in Stage 1 OR  two other methods of your own choice.  The two Stage 1 mounting pieces are to be included in the folio and clearly marked as Stage 1.
