PROFICIENCY CERTIFICATE REQUIREMENTS

Stage 1 Plaited lace

Bedfordshire, Maltese, Cluny.
1.
Read the general guidelines.

2.
Submit 3 finished pieces of work to show a sound working knowledge of the lace. All should be appropriately joined and finished and 1 of these pieces to be mounted on fabric by hand. At least 1 piece must include corners. Keep 1 of these pieces as it will be required for Stage 3.

3.
Submit sufficient samples and/or finished articles of not less than 15 cm to cover all the techniques within the requirements.

4.
Make a pattern and a sample from that pattern, from a photocopy to be supplied by the Proficiency Co-ordinator, and chosen from the Guild pool.

Requirements
1.  Plaits (also called legs, brides or bars).


2. Windmill crossing


3. Picots

- single (for thicker thread)
- double (for fine thread)
- left and right handed

4. Headsides

- ninepin
- waved headside
-Cluny edge
- deep scalloped ninepin


5. Trails

- single
- double
- crossing


6. Insertion

7. Beds spider


8. Kiss


9. Cluny join


10. Tallies

- shaped leaves (pointed)
- square

11. Cucumber


12. Footsides

- narrow cloth stitch (2 pairs)
- wide, divided – twisted weaver pairs
- twisted passives


13. Different shaped pieces

- square or diamond
- round or oval
NOTE: The terms for these design features and techniques may vary from one source to another.
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
