Submit a working notebook. This should include knowledge of different pattern markings, methods of reading and writing patterns, samples of threads used, evidence of experimentation with various threads, notes on the work submitted and a record of books used for reference.

Draw/write a pattern and work a sample from that pattern from a photocopy to be supplied by the Proficiency Co-ordinator, and chosen from the Guild pool.
