PROFICIENCY CERTIFICATE REQUIREMENTS

Stage 2 Tatted lace
1.
Read general guidelines.

2.
Submit 2 major finished pieces of work  to show a sound working knowledge of tatting. e.g. bonnet, collars, cuffs, table linen and as many sample pieces and/or finished articles as necessary to show examples of the required stitches.   The pieces required are :-



1 piece of traditional design -  to be suitably mounted if  applicable



1 piece of modern  design  -  to be  suitably mounted if applicable

         
1 of these pieces must be your own or an adapted design

3.
Submit examples of Stage 1 work  in your  working notebook to show progression of work submitted for assessment since Stage 1.  The notebook should include a short history of the craft and its development over the years.

4.
Draw/write a pattern and work a sample, from a photocopy to be supplied by the Proficiency Co-ordinator, from the Guild pool.

Requirements
1. Stitches

- Node stitch\zig zag tatting
- Twisted stitch\spiral tatting
- Lattice work
- Mignonette
- Braid tatting
- Padded tatting
- Twisted picots
- Tatting with beads - various methods

5. 3  thread tatting


6. Multi-colour tatting (using more than 3 shuttles)
